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The following is a sample Outline for Content of Psychiatric Hospital Discharge Summary. The outline should be customized to your setting.



OUTLINE FOR CONTENT OF PSYCHIATRIC HOSPITAL DISCHARGE SUMMARY


· The reason for the patient’s discharge or transfer
· The patient’s physical and psychosocial status
· A summary of care, treatment, and services it provided to the patient
· The patient’s progress toward goals
· A list of community resources or referrals made or provided to the patient

For deemed status hospitals add:
· The hospital also informs other service providers of the patient’s treatment preferences.
For deemed status hospitals with swing beds add above and the following:
· Contact information of the physician or other licensed practitioner responsible for the care of the resident
· Resident representative information, including contact information
· Advance directive information
· All special instructions or precautions for ongoing care, when appropriate
· Comprehensive care plan goals (See also PC.02.02.01, EP 1)
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
